As the Winter Banquet quickly approaches, the Lodge must turn its attention to Officer Elections. Every year at
the Winter Banquet, the entire youth membership of the lodge elects new officers. Through this process, young
Arrowmen can become lodge officers and share and implement their ideas for improving the Lodge.

There are only a few requirements for being a lodge officer. First, the Arrowman must be a youth. This means that

from the time he is elected to the time his term ends, the Arrowman must be under twenty-one years old. Other

than that, the only other requirement is that the Scout is an Arrowman. It does not matter whether he is an Ordeal,
Brotherhood, or Vigil member. Of course, itds rec
functional knowl edge of the ins and outs of the w
know what is happening before you dive into it.

If you are interested in running for any of the Lodge offices, you must express by written notification of intent to
run for office by the annual banquet and given to the Lodge Chief, Lodge Adviser, or the election committee. You
should also discuss your intentions with your Chapter Advisor and/or Scoutmaster.

Finally if you want to become involved in the Lodge but do not want to bear all the responsibility that the officers
have, you can always become involved in a committee. The chairmen are constantly looking for committee mem-
bers to help them. Also, you could even become a committee chairman if you really want to.

The bottom line is that there are plenty of leadership opportunities for anyone interested in becoming involved in

the lodge. All you have to do is decide to be involved and run for election at the Winter Banquet, bring a friend to
nomi nate or you can always nominate yoursel f. Ei
your Lodge. If you are interested bring along the Officer insert included with this Turtle Talk.

Lodge Executive Committee (LEC)
The Lodge Executive Committee is the group of Arrowmen responsible for all aspects of lodge opera-
tion. The LEC is the steering committee for the lodge. It carries out the business of the lodge by plan-
ning and coordinating fellowship and induction weekends, service projects, training sessions, and other
events as appropriate. It consists of the elected youth officers, appointed youth committee chairman,
chapter representatives, and Advisors.

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Unit Elections

Unit Elections are an important activity the Lodge undertakes every year. In order to have new members we
must take the time to contact the Troops in the Council and hold and election for eligible Scouts. Troops have
from now until March 1st to complete their election. In order for the Lodge to be a Quality Lodge, each election
needs to be completed by a trained elections team. Training is going to be offered at the Winter Banquet and is
also offered at Chapter meetings.

I f you would |Iike to play an important role in
Elections team. An excited Arrowman can have a large impact on the Lodge by helping to make sure every
Troop in the Council is able to have an election. Elections can be scheduled by making arrangements through
your Chapter Chief or Adviser. If your unit still needs to have an election contact your Chapter or talk to your
Troop OA representative to make sure that the eligible Scouts in your Troop can get elected. Remember some-
one had to take the time to make sure you were elected, how many Scouts can you have the same effect on?
