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Who Can Go Camping?

Camping and cutdoor activities fulfill a boy's need for fun, excitement, and adventure. These
experiences encourage him to spend quality time with family and friends. Camping satisfies
boy's curiosity about the lifestyle of the American pioneer. Council camps directed by qualified
leaders provide an ideal place for these activities.

Scouting’s Camping Program—Ever Increasing Challenge Out-of-Doors
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BSA Family Camping

An outdoor camping experience, other than resident camping, that involves Cub Scouting, Boy Scouting,
or Venturing program elements in overnight settings with two or more family members, including at least
one BSA member of that family. (Youth protection guidelines apply.)

Recreational family camping -- when Scouting families camp as a family unit outside of an organized
program. It is a non-structured camping experience, but is conducted within a Scouting framework.
Sioux Council has family camping grounds available for rental to individual families and Packs and
Troops at reasonable rates. Other resources include equipment, information, and training. Contact the
Council Service Center for further information and availability; only individual family reservations will be
accepted in the Summer months. (No Pack-wide camps in the summer.)

Webelos Den Overnight Camping: The definition of Webelos den overnight camping is now expanded
to clarify the issues of Webelos dens attending Boy Scout activities such as camporees and Klondike
derbies. Webelos dens are definitely encouraged to camp with Troops, but not during an event where
the den is not the focus of the Troop's attention. An analogy that describes this is that of a high school
senior visiting a college during "new student orientation" vs. Homecoming. In the first case, the school”
is geared up to welcome new students and sell them on the positive qualities of the institution. In the
second, the student body is often consumed by the festivities and tends to be less interested in the
needs of the potential new students. When Webelos dens camp with Troops, they should be doing so
at a time when they are the focus of the Troop's attention.




Cub Scouts Expect To Go Camping!

AKELA'S ADVENTURE CAMP

Akela's Adventure Camp is an organized overnight Cub

sut camping program covering two nights and operating
under certified leadership in an established camp operated by
the council during the normal camping season. All Cubs and
parents participate with den and pack leaders in a theme-
related outdoor program with a one-to one Cub/parent ratio.

Certification of the resident camp director and program
director is provided through the National Camping School. All
Cub Scout and Webelos Scout resident camps shall be
conducted in accordance with established standards as given
in National Standards for Cub Scout/Boy Scout Resident
Camps, No. 19-108.

CUB SCOUT DAY CAMP

“The camp that comes to the boy;” day camp is an
organized, three day program for Cub Scouts and Webelos
Scouts under certified leadership at 29 different locations
around the council, during daylight, but not overnight. Den
members are supervised by den and pack leaders.

Certification of the day camp director and program
director is provided through the National Camping School.
Day camps are conducted in accordance with established
standards as given in National Standards for Cub Scout Day
Camp, No. 13-108. )

CAMP RESERVATION POLICY FOR CUB SCOUT
.CKS

A few Cub Scout leaders have called the reservations
desk at the Council Service Center to see about holding their
own Cub Camp at Camp Shetek or Newton Hills Scout Camp
in the summsar months.

Not being familiar with the Council (and National) policy
as printed in the Camping Guidebook or the Volunteer
Planning Caiendar and Resource Catalog, the Scouters are
sometimes disappointed to learn that the Council camps are
the only facilities where packs can organize family camping,
but that national standards prohibit pack family camping
programs unless some pretty vigorous standards are met by
the Council.

Our Council Cub Scout Camping Committee has
implemented Cub Scout Resident Camping (Akela’'s
Adventure Camp) and works hard to provide five different
camps, dates and facilities so that access to these weekend
programs is available to ali Cub Scouts.

For those Scouting families that woulc like to have an
outing to include a brother (cr sister) who are not registered
Cubs, individual family reservations can be made at our
camps in any month of the year.

Organized Council (whole pack) family camping is not
avaiiable at this time, although the program could be added
in future years. The Cub Camping Committee is focused for
~aw on the Cub Scout, and his adult partner, who benefit

mendously as a result of Akela’s Adventure Camp,
wesigned just for the Cub.

STANDARDS FOR PRIVACY ON OUTINGS

To support the BSA policy of two-deep leadership on all
trips or outings, we must address the sleeping arrangements
of male and female leaders.

All leaders are expected to reflect high moral standards
established by customs, traditional values, and religious
teachings. Male and female leaders require separate
sleeping facilities. Married couples may share the same
quarters if appropriate facilities are available.

Male and female youth participants must not share the
same sleeping facility. When tents are used, no youth will
stay in the tent of an adult other than his/her parent or
guardian.

When housing other than tents is used, separate housing
must be provided for both male and female participants.
Adult male leaders must be responsible for the male
participants. Adult female leaders must be responsible for the
female participants.

Adult leaders need to respect the privacy of youth
members in situations where the youth are changing clothes
or taking showers, and intrude only to the extent that health
and safety require. Adults aiso need to protect their own
privacy in similar situations.

In camps where separate facilities are not available,
separate shower schedules for males and females should be
posted. Use the buddy system for latrine use by having one
person wait outside the entrance, or use Occupied and
Unoccupied signs on door latches.

- CUB SCOUT TRIPS AND EXCURSIONS

Trips or excursions by Cub Scout packs under
chartered organization leadership are a recognized part
of the Cub Scout program when conducted in
accordance with established procedures. Permits for
such tours shall be issued locally or nationally,
depending on the distance traveled. The National
Council has established the following guidelines:
4+ Trips normally will be one-day excursions.

+ Although overnight stays are permitted, they are not
encouraged.

4+ When overnight stops are necessary, participants will
stay in private homes, motels, or hotels. Lock-ins or
overnight programming at local museums may be
approved by the local council.

4+ Den leaders, pack leaders, and parents are expected
to accompany the boys on approved trips.

4+ Tiger Cubs are limited to boy-parent excursions, or
program-managed family camping designed for the
entire family unit

It is the policy of the Boy Scouts of America that meetings,
trips and outings may never be led by only one adult. Two
registered adult leaders or one registered adult leader and a
parent of a participant, one of whom must be 21 years of age or
older, are required for all meetings, trips or outings.




SIOUX COUNCIL CAMPS

LEWIS AND CLARK SCOUT CAMP

This camp consists of 450 acres on Lewis and Clark Lake, 10 miles west of Yankton, South
Dakota. Itis used as a long-term summer camp for Cubs, Webelos and Boy Scouts during
June and July and early August. It is available year-round, featuring 14 camp sites, two
showers usable during warm seasons, an administration building, with kitchenette and
showers, a staff lodge with showers, and a 280 person dining hall with full commercial
kitchen and showers. The buildings are heated and available for year-round use.

CANMP IYATAKA

Camp lyataka is situated on Big Stone Lake northeast of Wilmont, South Dakota, and
consists of 94 acres. The camp has moderately irregular terrain and a mixed deciduous
tree cover. Year-round camping is available, and the key can be obtained from the
reservations desk at the Scout Service Center. There are seven camp sites with stone
fireplaces in three. There are two old cabins. There is no running water, telephone,
electricity, snow removal, or camp ranger.

CAMP SHETEK

Camp Shetek is located on Lake Shetek adjacent to Lake Shetek State Park and consists
of 27 acres. It is situated north of Slayton, Minnesota, near Currie. Year around camping
is available with a lodge that includes a kitchen, Scoutmaster’s office with phone, meeting
area, and dining hall. There is a shower house for use during warm seasons. Four
campsites support tent camping, and latrines with seasonal water are located in each camp
site. There are two canoes, and a beach with a dock. The lodge has two sleeping lofts,
and can be used for two groups (semi-private) or reserved for one group. There is heat
and year-round water in the lodge.

NEWTON HILLS SCOUT CAMP

This 225 acre camp is located adjacent to Newton Hills State Park, near the Big Sioux
River and south of Canton, South Dakota. A cabin near the parking lot and latrine includes
a kitchen with running water during warm seasons. This cabin is used for training sessions
and could accommodate 10-15 as sleeping quarters. It includes a wood burning stove.
The CPC cabin includes outside water and a wood burning stove. Multiple camp sites
allow for tent camping. There is year-round water at hydrants, and a part time camp
caretaker.
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CAMP STANDARDS

A good camper always maintains high standards of personal conduct, safety, courtesy, and conservation.
Therefore, observe the following minimum camping standards.

FOR SAFETY
1. Always hike with a buddy or buddies. Get the group leader’s permission for the hike, route,
and return time.
2. Agquatic activities (swimming, canoeing, boating) are conducted under adult supervision and

following minimum standards of the Boy Scouts of America.

3. Determine the location of natural hazards; stay away from the edge of bluffs.

4. Conduct activities in the winter on lake or river ice only after adults have checked the ice
and marked a safe area for the activity.

5. Do not use liquid fuel to start fires (gas, kerosene, charcoal lighter). Gas lanterns may be
used under adult supervision; gas must be locked in storage under adult control.

6. Never play games using a knife.

7. Drink from an approved water supply; do not drink from springs as they may be
contaminated.

8. Keep the latrine clean.

9. Place garbage in garbage cans. Do not bury garbage; take your garbage from camp.

10. Utilize only camp authorized and issued rifle, archery, and shotgun equipment under the
leadership of authorized qualified personnel.

11. No pets allowed in camp.

FOR COURTESY

1. Always leave a supply of firewood for the next camper.

2. Leave the campsite clean. Police grounds for any trash. If a cabin or shelter was used,
sweep and mop the floor just prior to departure.

3. Check in when arriving and check out when departing with the Ranger or Campmaster. An

inspection of the facilities will be made prior to approving the departure of the unit. Check
out not later than 3 p.m.

FOR CONSERVATION

1. Restrict vehicles to the authorized parking areas and roads.
2. The cutting of any trees is prohibited.
3. Conduct conservation projects that have the approval of the Camp Ranger.
4. Never leave a fire unattended; always put a fire out with water before leaving area.
PERSONAL CONDUCT
1. Be a good neighbor. Do not create a disturbance or cause other campers to have a bad
camping experience.
2. Respect the private property of the neighbors surrounding the camp.
3. Respect the Camp Ranger's home and maintenance area. Enter the area only on official
business.
4. Take good care of camp facilities and equipment. Sponsors or individual campers will be
charged for defaced property and loss or damage to equipment.
5. No alcoholic beverages or non-prescription drugs may be brought into camp.

CO-ED CAMPING
Separate cabins must be reserved for male and female groups.
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ADULT LEADERSHIP

LEADERSHIP POLICY FOR ALL BSA TRIPS AND OUTINGS

It is the policy of the Boy Scouts of America that trips and outings may never be led by
only one adult. At least two adult leaders, one of whom must be 21 years or older, are
required for all trips or outings. It is the responsibility of the chartered organization of
any Cub Scout Pack, Boy Scout Troop, or Explorer Post to inform the committees and
leadership of the unit that sufficient adult leadership be provided on all trips and outings.

The “safety rule of four” requires that no fewer than four individuals (always with a
minimum of two adults) go on any back country expedition or campout. If an accident
occurs, one person stays with the injured and two go for help.

Additional adult leadership requirements must reflect an awareness of such factors as
size and/or skill level of the group, anticipated environmental conditions, and overall
degree of challenge.

WEBELOS DEN OVERNIGHT CAMPING

This is a parent-son outing, and an adult must be present with each boy. We must be
particularly aware and sensitive to the needs of single parent families headed by
females. The mother should be encouraged to be present or may approve a substitute
adult to accompany her son. This may be a relative or a Pack Committee member.

DEN OR PACK OVERNIGHTS

The Den or Pack overnight camp is a family campout with parent(s) joining their son
and the Den or Pack leadership. If cabins are utilized, separate accommodations must
be provided for female and male participants.

TROOP CAMPING

The Troop must be under the leadership of an adult at least 21 years of age and an
assistant leader 18 years of age or older. : '

VENTURE CREW CAMPING

The Crew must camp under the leadership of two adult leaders 21 years of age or older.
If co-ed, both adult male and female leadership is required. Separate accommodations
must be provided for both male and female participants; an adult male must be housed
with the male participants and an adult female housed with the female participants.
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
